EITTING INSTRUCTIONS

Near side (left side as you sit on bike)

Remove the engine/frame bolt in position arrowed in picture ‘D’ (using 14mm socket), you will
have to remove the fairing panel bolt (fairing bolt arrowed) to allow fitment of the crash protector
mounting block.

Using the shorter cap headed bolt mount the larger mounting block as shown in picture ‘E’ and
tighten (Do not exceed 40Nm of torque).

Feed the spanning bar through the front of the engine place so the longer spigot goes into the
counter bore in the mounting block just fitted as shown in picture ‘F’.

Slide one of the 10mm washers onto one the longer M12 hexagon headed bolts (80mm long) so
washer sits against head of bolt.

Slide serrated locking washer over the bolt so it sits against washer just fitted.

Next slide the bolt with washers through either crash protector so head of bolt goes into counter-
bore in crash protector.

Place the aero shaped spacer over the exposed end of the bolt so it sits against the crash protector
as shown in picture ‘G’.

Offer the crash protector assembly up to the mounting block so the bolt fits into the threaded hole
in the end of the spanning bar (do not tighten at this stage) as shown in picture ‘H’.

Replace and tighten the fairing panel bolt.

Off side (right side as you sit on bike)

Remove the engine/frame bolt in position arrowed in picture ‘I’ (using 14mm socket), you will
have to remove the fairing panel bolt (fairing bolt arrowed) to allow fitment of the crash protector
mounting block.

Offer the smaller mounting block into position as shown in picture ‘J’ so the shorter spigot of the
spanning bar fits into the counter bore of the mounting block.

Use the longer cap headed bolt to secure into position as shown in picture ‘J’ and tighten (Do not
exceed 40Nm of torque).

Slide one of the 10mm washers onto one the shorter M12 hexagon headed bolts (60mm long) so
washer sits against head of bolt.

Slide serrated locking washer over the bolt so it sits against washer just fitted.

Next slide the bolt with washers through the remaining crash protector so head of bolt goes into
counter-bore in crash protector.

Offer the crash protector assembly up to the mounting block so the bolt fits into the threaded hole
in the end of the spanning bar (do not tighten at this stage) as shown in picture ‘K’.

Finally tighten the two crash protector bolts until you feel some compression from inside the
protector using 19mm sockets and wrenches. PLEASE NOTE THE CRASH PROTECTOR
MUST BE POSITIONED AS IN PICTURE ‘C’ WITH BIGGER END TOWARD FRONT
OF BIKE. Turn a little more so that you feel the compression increase slightly. Then apply a
quarter turn. Do not over tighten as damage can occur to the bike. Do not exceed 40nm of torque.
Please ensure the crash protectors nor the aero shaped spacer comes into contact with the fairing
panel as you tighten the bolts.

If not already fitted fit bubble sticker into recess of crash protector cap.

Fit crash protector cap into crash protector.

devrez retirer les boulons de carénage pour poursuivre I'installation.

e Mettre le plus petit bloc de montage en position (photo J) de sorte a ce que le fosset le plus court
de la barre de portée s’installe dans le contre alésage du bloc de montage.

e Utiliser le plus long boulon a téte en capuchin pour fixer la position (photo ‘)’) et serrer.
NE PAS EXCEDER 40nm de couple.

e Faire glisser 'une des Rondelles de 10mm sur un des plus courts boulons M12 a téte hexagonale
(60mm de long) de sorte a ce que la rondelle vienne se mettre contre la téte du boulon.

e Faire glisser la rondelle dentelée autour du boulon de maniére a ce que celle ci vienne se loger
contre la rondelle qui vient juste d’étre installée.

e Faire glisser ensuite le boulon avec les rondelles a travers la protection afin que la téte du boulon
aille dans le contre alésage de la protection.

e Installer 'assemblage de protection au bloc de montage pour que le boulon rentre dans le trou
taraudé dans I'extrémité de la barre de portée (ne pas serrer a ce stade) (photo ‘K’).

e Serrer les 2 boulons de la protection jusqu’a ce que vous sentiez une légére compression de
I'intérieur de la protection, a I'aide d’une clé de 19mm. NOTEZ QUE LA PROTECTION CRASH
DOIT ETRE POSITIONNEE COMME DANS ‘C’AVEC LA PLUS GROSSE EXTREMITE VERS L’AVANT DE
LA MOTO. NE PAS SERRER TROP FORT AU RISQUE D’ENDOMMAGER LE SYSTEME.
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—> NE PAS SERRER A PLUS DE 40nm.

e Assurez-vous que les protections crash latérales ne soient pas en contact avec le carénage de
part et d’autre de la moto lorsque les boulons sont serrés.
