EITTING INSTRUCTIONS

Remove the two bolts that secure the OEM licence plate hanger in place, as shown in picture 1.

Rotate the licence plate hanger downwards and slide out from its rubber mount, as shown in picture 2.
Disconnect the wiring connector and remove from the bike.

Remove the four Torx screws on the underside of the OEM licence bracket to split in half, as shown in pictures 3
& 4.

Cut the cable ties and disconnect the wiring connectors before removing the sub-loom, as shown in picture 5.

If planning to re-use the OEM indicators, remove these from their mounts, as shown in picture 6.

Take the licence plate bracket (item 1 — TB0243 Part 3) and offer it up to the main bracket (item 2 — TB0243
Part 1), as shown in the exploded diagram. Take three of the M5 x 16mm long countersunk bolts (item 15) and
locate through the three countersunk holes on the licence plate bracket and the main bracket, as shown in
pictures 7 & 8. Fit three of the M5 washers (item 6) and three M5 nyloc nuts (item 7) to the exposed ends of the
three bolts, before tightening.

Take the R&G licence plate illuminator (item 16) and fit by feeding the two threaded studs on the light through
the two holes in the bracket, before fitting the two nuts using a 6mm deep socket on the rear, as shown in
pictures 9 & 10.

Fit one length of heatshrink to the wires on the licence plate illuminator, before feeding the wires through the
hole on the main bracket, as shown in picture 11. Fit the shroud to the light.

Fit the indicator brackets (item 10 on the right & item 17 on the left) using the remaining four M5 x 16mm long
countersunk bolts (item 15), M5 washers (item 6) and M5 nyloc nuts (item 7) to locate in place, as shown in
pictures 11 & 12.

If re-using the OEM indicators, fit the rubber mounts through the diamond shaped hole in the indicator mount, as
shown in picture 13. Some lubricant may be required to aid fitment.

If fitting mini indicators, take two indicator adaptors (item 9 — 10043) and fit over the indicator stalk, with the
raised bosses facing each other. Feed the wiring through the indicator mounting hole and position one adaptor on
each side of the bracket, before fitting the nut and tightening in place, as shown in pictures 14 & 15. Once tight,
slide one of the indicator wiring covers (item 8 — IWC0002) over the wiring before applying a length of
heatshrink to the wiring, as shown in picture 15.

Repeat the above procedure to fit the remaining indicator on the other side of the tail tidy.

Position the wiring in the slot of the main bracket to keep the wiring routing neat, as shown in picture 16.

Feed the wiring through the larger hole on the main bracket and the larger hole on the mounting bracket (item 3
—TB0243 Part 2), as shown in pictures 17 & 18. If using the OEM indicators, the indicator connectors and
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wiring off the sub-loom will need to be feed through the holes in a reverse direction, due to the length of wiring
on the OEM indicators.

Offer up the cover plate (item 11 — TB0243 Part 4) to the underside of the tail tidy assembly, as shown in picture
19. Fit the M6 x 16mm long Torx bolt (item 14) and one of the M6 lock washers (item 5) through the rearward
hole on the cover plate, then through the hole in the main bracket and mounting plate, before fitting the
remaining M6 lock washer (item 5) and M6 nyloc nut (item 4) to the exposed thread. Ensure the cover plate
holes all align before tightening the nut and bolt, as shown in picture 20.

Fit the self-adhesive foam (item 22) as shown in picture 22.

Take the licence plate illuminator connector (item 24 — CON0014) and connect the bullet connectors to the
LAO0002 already fitted to the tail tidy assembly. Connect the black to blue and the yellow to red.

If re-using the OEM indicators, the sub-loom will already be connected to the indicators. Connect the remaining
licence plate light connector to the one on the loom, before connecting the 3-pin connector to the one on the
bike.

If using mini indicators, connect the licence plate light connector to the one on the sub-loom.

Connect each indicator connector (item 23 — CONO0015) to the connectors on the sub-loom and connect the
bullet connectors to those on the indicators as follows.

If fitting R&G Aero Indicators the yellow wire on the Aero Indicators connects with black wire on the connector
and the black wire on the Aero Indicators connects with the blue wire on the connector. 1x set of RGR0001
resistors (available separately) are required to achieve the correct flash rate.

If fitting R&G Mini Indicators with LED’s, the black/white wire on the Mini Indicators connects with the black
wire on the connector and the black wire on the Mini Indicators connects with the blue wire on the connector. 1x
set of RGRO00O0L1 resistors (available separately) are required to achieve the correct flash rate.

Mini indicators with bulbs do not work.

Connect the 3-pin connector on the sub-loom to the one on the bike.

It is advised to check for the correct operation of all lights at this stage.

Use cable ties to neatly bundle the wiring before feeding up into the tail unit, as shown in pictures 23 & 24.

Fit the tail tidy assembly up to the underside of the tail unit, by feeding the mounting bracket into the rubber
mount and letting the assembly rotate downwards into position, as shown in picture 25.

Fit the two M5 x 20mm long Torx bolts (item 13) with the two M5 lock washers (item 12) through the mounting
holes on the underside of the tail tidy and into the threaded bosses of the subframe, as shown in picture 26.
Depending on the size of the licence plate, the indicator mounts can be adjusted to be wide or narrow by
loosening the bolts, as shown in pictures 27 & 28.

Re-fit the licence plate (it may require drilling).

Depending on local laws, attach enclosed reflector in an appropriate location.

Test the licence plate illuminator and all lights before riding.

e Enlever les 4 vis Torx au-dessous du support de plaque d’origine pour le diviser en 2 moitiés, voir photos 3 & 4.

e Couper les colliers de serrage puis déconnecter les connecteurs de fil avant d’enlever le sous-faisceau, voir photo
5.

o  Si vous prévoyez de réutiliser les clignotants d’origine, enlevez-les de leur support, voir photo 6.

e Prendre le support de plaque (article 1 — TB0243 Partie 3) et montez le sur le support principal (article 2 —
TB0243 Partie 1), comme indiqué sur le schéma. Prendre 3 boulons M5 x 16mm (article 15) et placez-les dans
les 3 trous du support de plaque et dans le support principal, voir photos 7 & 8. Insérer 3 rondelles M5(article 6)
et 3 écrous M5 (article 7) sur les extrémités des 3 boulons, avant de serrer.

e Prendre le feu de plague R&G (article 16) et montez le en insérant les 2 onglets filetés du feu a travers les 2 trous
du support, avant d’insérer les 2 écrous a 1’aide d’une clé 6mm a ’arriére, voir photos 9 & 10.
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Appliquer une longueur de manchon thermo rétractable sur les fils du feu de plaque, avant de passer les fils dans
le trou du support principal, voir photo 11. Monter le linceul sur le feu.

Monter les supports de clignotant (article 10 du c6té droit & article 17 du c6té gauche) en utilisant les 4 boulons
restant M5 x 16mm (article 15), les rondelles M5 (article 6) et écrous M5 (article 7) pour le fixer en place, voir
photos 11 & 12.

Si vous réutilisez les clignotants d’origine, monter les supports en caoutchouc sur le trou en forme de diamant du
support de clignotant, voir photo 13. Un peu de lubrifiant peut aider le montage.

Si vous installez les mini clignotants, prenez les 2 adaptateurs de clignotant (article 9 — 10043) et montez-les sur
la tige de clignotant, avec les filetages relevés I’un face a 1’autre. Passer les fils dans le trou de fixation du
clignotant puis positionnez un adaptateur de chaque c6té du support, avant d’insérer un écrou et de fixer la
position, voir photos 14 & 15.

Appliquer la mousse autocollante (article 22) voir photo 22.

Prendre le connecteur de feu de plague (article 24 — CON0014) puis connecter les connecteurs a 1’assemblage de
support de plague LA0002 déja monté. Connecter le noir au bleu et le jaune au rouge.

Si vous réutilisez les clignotants d’origine, le sous-faisceau sera déja connecté aux clignotants. Connecter le
connecteur de feu de plaque restant a celui du faisceau, avant de connecter le connecteur a 3 broches a celui de la
moto.

Si vous utilisez les mini clignotants, connectez le connecteur de feu de plaque a celui du sous faisceau.
Connecter chaque connecteur de clignotant (article 23 — CON0015) aux connecteurs du sous-faisceau puis
connecter les connecteurs a ceux des clignotants comme suit :
